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THE SPIRIT OF TRUTH 
 The season is again upon us when the world is busily planning for a big 

celebration on December 25th. Gifts are exchanged, millions of greeting cards are 

sent, thousands of barrels of strong drink are consumed, a fat man in a red suit is 

glorified, and the birth of our Saviour is discussed. 

 Why such a big thing over this day, when we read nothing in the Scriptures 

concerning celebrating the birth of our Saviour, Yahshua? We read nothing of His 

birth being on this big celebration day.  Rather, the Scriptures indicate He could not 

have been born this time of year. Many, even knowing this, still engage in the 

worldly celebration. Why? Why do people do it even if they know it is a day of 

pagan customs and celebration? What makes peoples' minds think it is alright to 

partake of the heathen customs and associate the birth of our saviour with it? Every 

year we can read in the newspapers of the paganism in it. Why do people not even 

know the true name of our Saviour, Yahshua? Why do they think it is alright to call 

Him something else? Why do they think it doesn't matter what they call Him or His 

Father, Yahweh? Why have they forgotten the Scriptural Sabbath, the seventh day 

of the week? Why do they think time has been lost and that we don't know which 

day of the week is the Sabbath? Why do they even think it makes no difference 

which day we keep; or if indeed we should cease from our labor in business, and 

buying and selling, any day at all? Why don't they know the truth of these things? 

Why don't they know what the Scriptures say? Why do they not know the Word is 

truth? Why don't they know? 

 Actually, I was once caught up in this situation. As a young boy I loved the 

Christmas time -- the pretty trees -- the thrill of santa claus.  I remember looking 

through the newspaper to see how many pictures of santa claus I could find. It all 

made me feel wonderful. A lovely feeling came over me. It was what is called "the 

christmas spirit". It was a thrilling feeling. But where did this spirit come from? 

Why would partaking of  paganistic practices and believing a lie make me feel good? 

 WHY DO PEOPLE BELIEVE LIES? The Scriptures give us the answer. "For 

the secret of law violation does already work. Only he who now restrains will 

restrain, until he be taken out of the way. And then shall the lawless [one] be 

revealed, whom the Master shall consume with the Spirit of His mouth, and render 

entirely idle by the manifestation of His coming.  The coming of the lawless one is 

according to the working of satan, with all power and signs and wonders of 

falsehood, and with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that PERISH, 

BECAUSE THEY RECEIVED NOT THE LOVE OF THE TRUTH, that they 

might be saved.  AND FOR THIS CAUSE THE ALMIGHTY SHALL SEND 

THEM STRONG DELUSION, THAT THEY SHOULD BELIEVE A LIE, that they 

all might be judged who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.

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RETURN UNTO YAHWEH 
 

 "Come, and let us return unto Yahweh: for He hath torn, and He will heal us; He 
hath smitten, and He will bind us up." Hosea 6:1 

 We will do well if we find our way back to Yahweh where we can find rest, safety 

and peace. Is He not our maker, Father and the forgiver of all our wrongdoings? How 

many times have we gone away from Him who means only good towards us? It was 

Israel's downfall and it will be our downfall also. Must history always repeat itself? Can 

we not learn to go the right way (the narrow way), the only safe way; and choose from 

this point on to walk in it? 

 Looking back in history, Israel is described in Deuteronomy 32:5 as ... "a perverse 

and crooked generation." In Psalms 78:8 as ... "a stubborn and rebellious generation." 

And in Matthew 12:39 , ... "An evil and adulterous generation seeketh after a sign; and 

there shall no sign be given to it, but the sign of the prophet Jonah:" 

 The people in Nineveh repented in Jonah's time after his warning and were then 
forgiven. Eventually though, after going back to their sinful ways, they and their city 

were destroyed. 

 In Exodus 20:1-17, are the Ten Commandments which Yahweh gave to Israel to 

keep (guard), to follow and to obey. ..."I Yahweh thy Elohim am a jealous El, visiting the 

iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them that 

hate me; And showing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my 

commandments." (verses 5 and 6). The command is not only to love Yahweh, but also to 

keep His commandments!  Verse 8, “Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy.” Holy 

means being set apart or separate from all other days. Verse 11, "For in six days Yahweh 

made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: 

wherefore Yahweh blessed the Sabbath day, and hallowed (magnified) it." Men may try 
to change this, but Yahweh does not change. Remember, love Yahweh and keep His 

commandments! In 2 Thessalonians 2:3, ... “that day shall not come, except there come a 

falling away first,”... Apostle Paul was teaching about the day of the Messiah, the return 

of Yahshua. Paul did not change the commandment regarding the Sabbath day, but kept 

it. 

 Are we to follow man and his ideas, or are we to follow Yahweh? As for myself, I 

follow Yahweh. Yahweh promises good things to those who follow and trust in Him. The 

name of Yahweh is a strong tower: the righteous runneth into it, and is safe. Proverbs 

18:10. 

 Yahweh promises in Zechariah 1:3, that if you turn unto Him, He will turn unto you. 

And in 2 Chronicles 7:14, "If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble 

themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will  I 
hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land." 

 We have seen in the scriptures the evidence of Israel's unfaithfulness, and the 

promise of Yahweh to heal them if they would return to Him. (The promise is for us also 

if we return to Yahweh and turn to His Son Yahshua and receive from Him, our 

reformation and our salvation through Yahshua's shed blood at Calvary.) In Deuteronomy 

28:1-14, the promise is that if Israel would observe and do all His commandments, that 

Yahweh would set them on high above all nations of the earth and that many blessings 

would come if  they hearkened to the voice of Yahweh.  But also in Deuteronomy 28,  the                      
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scriptures go on with warnings that if Israel would not hearken to the voice of Yahweh 

and do all of His commandments and statutes that curses would come upon them and 

many curses were listed. As a result of Israel's unfaithfulness, many things did come 

upon Israel as a nation; they were overtaken and eventually the people were dispersed. 

 In Ezekiel 36:21-24, Yahweh said that He would sanctify His great name, which the 

children of Israel had profaned among the heathen and that the heathen would know that 
He was Yahweh, that he would be sanctified in them before their eyes and that He would 

take them from among the heathen and gather them out of all countries and bring them 

into their own land. In Ezekiel 36:32, "Not for your sakes do I this, saith the Sovereign 

Yahweh, be it known unto you: be ashamed and confounded for your own ways, 0 house 

of Israel." A most humbling proclamation against us all! "Thus saith the Sovereign 

Yahweh; I will yet for this be inquired of by the house of Israel, to do it for them..." 

Ezekiel 36:37. In the last part of Zechariah 13:9 Yahweh says, "...they shall call on my 

name, and I will hear them: I will say, It is my people: and they shall say, Yahweh is my 

Elohim." 

 So we now know that Yahweh will cleanse us when we call upon His Name! Do you 

see how important it is to know His Name Yahweh? No other name or title can do it. Our 

help comes from Yahweh. Our help is in the name of Yahweh, who made heaven and 
earth. Let us therefore get down on our knees on behalf of all believers, to confess our 

sins and ask the Almighty to forgive and to heal. And Yahweh will forgive and heal us 

from our iniquity. Hosea 14:1-2, "O Israel, return unto Yahweh thy Elohim; for thou hast 

fallen by thine iniquity. Take with you words, and turn to Yahweh; say unto him, Take 

away all iniquity, and receive us graciously..." 

 If our faith is firm, Yahweh will answer these prayers and prophecy predicts that 

Yahweh will answer positively. But, remember, as always it will be in Yahweh's own 

good time and in accordance with His will. Keep in mind: Yahweh has said He will do 

this, but not for our sakes, but for His Namesake. As individuals, we must be true 

believers in the blessed good tidings of Yahshua the Messiah. We must approach the 

throne of grace with deep humility, trusting only in Yahweh and not in ourselves, for we 
are as nothing. But for the grace of Yahshua the Messiah, Yahweh will respond. How to 

pray? 1. A moment of silence to recognize that we can only approach the throne of grace 

in prayer through the mediation of Yahshua our Savior and Redeemer. 2. To ask the 

heavenly Father to help us pray from our hearts in spirit and in truth. 3. To acknowledge 

and confess our sins. 

 Humbly let us ask Yahweh to cleanse us from our iniquity, to create in us a clean 

heart, to forgive us our sins and to receive us graciously through Yahshua by His 

shedding of blood in our behalf. Let all believers individually set aside a short time to 

pray in the morning and at evening and ask our great Elohim to cleanse us from all 

unrighteousness, for a clean heart and forgiveness for all sins. And that we would 

experience what Ezekiel 36:37 declares, "Thus saith the Sovereign Yahweh; I will yet for 

this be inquired of by the house of Israel, to do it for them..." 
 May Yahweh bless you graciously and I pray that you can completely understand 

this message and may it reinforce your willingness to come closer to Yahweh, your 

maker, more than any time before. May you experience love and joy dwelling in you and 

may you be delighted in this closeness with Yahweh.

Theme: Drinking at the Springs of Living Water - October 3, 2001 - Rejoice, the Feast of 

Tabernacles has begun. 

 As usual, the Feast began with introductions and testimonies which included how 

many years individuals had been keeping the Feasts. Marjorie Graham, Eaton Rapids, 

Michigan had kept her first Feast of Passover at the age of 15, which was 75 years ago. 

 Scriptures were read from Leviticus 23:39, Numbers 29:39, Exodus 34:24, 2 

Chronicles 8:13, Zechariah 14:1-2, Matthew 26:17-20, John 7, and Acts 20:6-16 with 
Samuel Graham emphasizing the word "rejoice". In many passages the children of Israel 

were commanded to rejoice. We as believers should rejoice also. 

 Believers came from all over Michigan and several other states, Alabama, Illinois, 

Indiana, Minnesota, Ohio and a large group from Ontario, Canada. 

 Otto Miesel, Eaton Rapids, ministered on Romans 8, admonishing us to conform to 

the image of Yahshua the Messiah. "Obeying is our duty. Confession makes us strong. 

The unseen Yahweh shall be seen more and more in His people. Yahweh makes no 

mistakes, as He chooses His people. Yahweh, reign in us, reign in me, reign in me with 

all your might." We must set Him on high as Psalm 91:14 reads, ..."I will set him on high, 

because he hath known my name." 

 Rock Key Yah (Spence), Wood River, Illinois sang several songs of praise. "Come 

Ye Out" and "Alpha and Omega" are two that come to mind. He shared his thoughts on 
seeing with spiritual eyes. He drew an axle, a wheel and a carriage. The carriage is His 

people, Yahweh is the axle, He is holding us up; and the wheel (the universe) rotates 

around Him, our creator. 

 Robert McDonald, Newark, Ohio, gave several messages, emphasizing that when we 

realize Yahshua died for us, the least we can do for Him is to keep the ten 

commandments. A shepherd's responsibility is to provide food, rest, water, etc. for his 

sheep. Yahweh provides all of these through His son Yahshua (the Word became flesh, 

John 1); the sabbath day is our rest, the Spirit, the Comforter is our water. John 7, "Come 

unto me, I will give you living water." Bob also spoke on Yahweh's Feasts and what our 

attitude is in keeping them. "Have to keep?" or "Want to Keep?" 

 Jim (Harvey) Thompson, Jacksons Gap, Alabama spoke several times during the 
Feast. "The Kingdom is at Hand," - we have to get the message out. "Get Ready for the 

Wedding" and "Have We Forsaken the Fountain of Living Water?" Jim cautioned us to 

not sell our birthright to the kingdom. The congregation enjoyed Jim's many song and 

chorus offerings (Jim plays the guitar and mouth organ also). 

 David Klopfenstein, Albion, Indiana encouraged the congregation to stand fast and 

walk worthy of the vocation, Ephesians 4. 

 Those in attendance were blessed with an abundance of special song and instrument 

offerings throughout the Feast. There were specials from the groups from Ontario, 

Canada and Newark, Ohio (including Bob McDonald and Kevin May); Jim Thompson 

and Tony and Belva Bennefield, Alabama; Jean Fangboner, Josephine Cook, Hiawatha 

Cromer, Sarah Bristol and Samuel Graham (all local people). 
 The book of Deuteronomy customarily was read during the Feast (volunteers usually 

reading 3 chapters at each meeting).

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WITH WHAT BODY ARE THE DEAD RAISED? 
By Voy Wilks 

 
 Did Yahshua ascend to the Father in his physical body? 

 When we review the several Scriptures dealing with this topic of study, we will see 

that the Messiah did, indeed, ascend to the Father in the same body which was buried, 

although it had been changed from a mortal body (one subject to death), to an immortal 

body (one unable to die), but it was the same body.  The scars in his hands, feet, and side 

were the very reason, it seems, that Thomas was convinced Yahshua had indeed risen 

from the dead. The Apostle Paul further explains this: 

 “Lo! I tell [explain to] you a mystery. We shall not all sleep [die], but we shall all be 

changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet 

will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and we shall be changed. For this 

perishable nature [or body] must put on the imperishable, and this mortal nature [or 

body] must put an immortality. When the perishable [body] puts on the imperishable, 

and the mortal [body] puts on immortality, then shall come to pass the saying that is 

written: Death is swallowed up in victory. 0 death, where is thy victory? 0 death, where is 

thy sting?" (l Cor. 15:52-55 RSV). 

 We mortal men and women gain the victory over death and the grave through 

Yahshua, the Messiah for, just as he arose from the dead to immortality, we too will rise 

from the dead to immortality (1 Cor. 15:42-44; Rev. 20:4-6). This change takes place 

when the dead come from the grave in the first resurrection. At that same time, the living 

saints will be changed in a moment (to immortality) to meet Yahshua in the air (1 Thes. 

4:13-18). This will be at the sounding of the last (and seventh) trumpet (l Cor. 15:52; l 

Thes. 4:16; Mt. 24:31; Rev. chapters 8,9,10,11, especially 10:7 & 11:15). 

 Scriptures tell us that even though we cannot completely understand it, we will “be 
like Him” (Yahshua) when he appears again (l John 3:2). Job, the ancient saint, helped 

our understanding a great deal by writing, 

 "For I know that my Redeemer liveth, and that he shall stand at the latter day upon 

the earth: And though after my skin worms destroy this body, yet in my flesh shall I see 

Elohim: Whom I shall see for myself, and mine eyes shall behold, and not another; 

though my reins be consumed within me" (Job 19:25-27 KJV). 

 This indicates a resurrection from the grave. Job in the flesh will, with his own eyes 

(not the eyes of another) see Yahweh. This, of course, will be after Job's flesh has been 

changed to immortal (undying) flesh; that is, his physical body will be transformed into a 

spiritual body, then his eyes will see Yahweh. 

 Comprehension of the spiritual body is made easier by the proverb which says, "The 

physical body is tangible and real, but the spiritual body is more real than the physical 
body." 

 In line with this, may I call attention to Israel's great (and future) resurrection from 

the dead which Ezekiel predicted? It is found in Ezek. 37. Very dry bones lay on the plain 

of the valley, but at Ezekiel's command the bones stood upright, then sinew came upon 

them, then flesh came upon the sinew, then skin covered the flesh, after which breath 

came into each restored body.  Because the exiled Israelites expected to die in a foreign 

land, many felt they were lost forever, so Yahweh revealed this prophecy to Ezekiel as an 

encouragement to the people showing he had not forgotten his promise to Abraham (Gen. 

17) and  to David  (Jer. 33).  There will be a  resurrection  from  the dead  and  Israel  will  
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return to the homeland, at which time they will once again become one kingdom with one 

king. 

 This is what "salvation" (being saved) is all about - being rescued from our greatest 

enemy - death and the grave (l Cor. 15:26). It is our physical bodies which are held 

captive by death and the grave.  Yahshua came to set us free from death, and from the 

fear of death (Ezek. 18:4; Rom. 6:23); “... to deliver all those who through fear of death 
were subject to lifelong bondage (Heb. 2:15). The Apostle Paul wrote that we and all 

creation are in "bondage" to decay and death, but we look forward to a time when we will 

be "set free" and will become children of Yahweh (Rom. 8:18-25).  In the meantime  “… 

we wait for the adoption as sons, the redemption of our BODIES" (Rom. 8:23). 

 In view of all these Scriptures it is reasonable to conclude that this very human body 

will rise from the dead, but in the moment of rising it will be given immortality, making 

it impossible to die again. This mortal "puts on" immortality, and so becomes a 

spiritual being at the moment of rising from the dead (1 Cor. 15:42-44). The fleshly 

body is first, and only later comes the spiritual body - the immortal body (1 Cor. 15:45-

48). The very body which is placed in the grave (not some ethereal spirit within us) will 

be saved (redeemed) from death and the grave.  Yahshua captured the keys of death and 

the grave, as indicated by the following Scriptures: 
 "Fear not, I am the first and the last, and the living one; I died, and behold I am 

alive for evermore, and I have the keys of Death and Hades"  (Rev. 1:17,18 RSV). 

 He will, so to speak, unlock the doors to the prison which holds captive all mankind - 

death and the grave.  This may be why the Messiah said to his disciples, "... be of good 

cheer, I have overcome the world" (Jn. 16:33). 

 ''As they were saying this, Yahshua himself stood among them. But they were 

startled and frightened, and supposed they saw a spirit [a ghost, or apparition]. And he 

said to them, 'Why are you troubled, ...?  See my hands and my feet, that it is I myself; 

handle me, and see; for a spirit [or ghost, an apparition] has not flesh and bone as you see 

that I have.  ... Then he led them out as far as Bethany, and lifting up his hands, he 

blessed them. While he blessed them, he parted from them and was carried up into 
heaven" (Lk. 24:36-39, 50,51 RSV).

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ABSTINENCE FOR OUR YOUTH 
 

 We are instructed to train up a child in the way the child should go so that when they 
are old, they will not depart from that way, Proverbs 22:6. And, we are also to instruct 

each new Believer to abstain (abstinence) from fornication, Acts 15:28-29. If we should 

teach abstinence to new Believers, then certainly we should to our children also. It's been 

our experience that parents in general are weak at training children to remain pure, and 

often the last ones to train up their children in this vital area. Parents want to look to the 

Youth Directors in their churches or to schools to relieve them from this responsibility. 

Parents don't want to talk about this subject. We are not told in scripture to shift the 

responsibility to others. Rather, we parents are told to do it ourselves. So, where would 

parents begin? 

 

 After three years of giving extensive sexual abstinence (purity) for marriage 

presentations to youth, we have become convinced that we have to go back to the 
beginning and lay the foundation before we can teach abstinence. What do we mean? We 

have to go back to Genesis - back to the beginning of creation. Why? Most of us believe 

in creation in only six literal 24 hour days. Although there are some among us who 

believe in "theistic evolution," i.e., Yahweh created this place, but He did it through the 

process of evolution over millions of years. But, guess what! Kids are being bombarded 

with and taught through television, the media, movies, books, museums, and schools that 

we were not created. Rather, we evolved! Consider, for example, the dinosaurs. 

Dinosaurs are of great interest to kids and youth. That's why the movie Jurassic Park was 

such a big moneymaker. And hey, if dinosaurs lived millions of years ago, then Yahweh 

did not create this place only 6,000 years ago! Can you see what the enemy is doing? 

 
 Can any of you give three scientific proofs that we did not evolve, but, rather, that 

we were created? How many of you can give three scientific proofs that Noah's flood 

actually occurred and was worldwide? If we, ourselves, cannot come up with scientific 

statements backing up our belief, and if we are not able to give a reason for the hope that 

dwells within us, then look what this does to any encouragement we give our children 

about remaining sexually pure for their wedding day - it rips the foundation out from 

under us. If there is no Creator, there are no standards - except those man sets for 

himself. If man evolved, man is his creator - his Elohim - his maker - he can set his own 

standards, including what is right or wrong in the sexual realm. And, that's exactly what's 

being done in the world today whether it's sexual fornication, adultery within the 

assembly, killing of the unborn child, or homosexuality. If the foundations are destroyed, 

what can the righteous do (Psalm 11:3), and what can you do to teach your children 
abstinence? 

 

 So? Get in there and dig for the evidence you need to support your creation belief. 

Build the foundation, and teach it to your children and grandchildren. Then, and only 

then, can you be credible in teaching your children sexual purity for marriage. Two good

They will 
perish (10th verse) unless they repent. Yahshua said, "REPENT... [or] PERISH." Luke 

13:3. Yahweh is not willing that any should perish, but wishes that all would repent. 2 

Peter 3:9, Ezekiel 33:1l. BUT THEY MUST REPENT -- OR PERISH. They must repent
